dollars ($100) for the first violation; two hundred dollars ($200) for a second violation of the
same provision of this code occurring during the immediately following consecutive twelve
month period; and five hundred dollars ($500) for each additional violation of the same provision
of this code occurring during the immediately following consecutive twelve month period.”

WHEREAS, the City Council wishes to establish a specific administrative penalty for
violations of the Municipal Code related to fireworks.

NOW THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the City Council of the City of Los
Banos as follows:

1. Pursuant to the authority granted by the Los Banos Municipal Code Section 4-
11.10, the City Council hereby adopts a “Schedule of Administrative Fines” as set forth in
Exhibit A, for Fireworks related violations attached hereto and incorporated herein by this
reference.

Administrative Fines to Fireworks Related Violations
Los Banos Municipal Code Title 4, Chapter 3 Sections 16 and 17

Section 1. Violations related to the possession, use, storage, sale and/or display of “dangerous
fireworks” shall be subject to the imposition and payment of an administrative fine or fines as
provided below:

Number of offenses in 3 year period Amount of Cost Total Amount of

Second $2,000 $250 $2,250
Third $ 3,000 $250 $ 3,250

Section 2. Violations related to the sale, use, or display of “safe and sane fireworks” on or at
dates, times and/or locations other than those permitted by the Los Banos Municipal Code shall
be subject to the imposition and payment of an administrative fine or fines as provided below:

First $50
Second $ 100
Third $ 200
Section 3. Failure to pay any administrative fine within the time period set forth in any

administrative citation shall result in the imposition of a late penalty in the amount of ten (10)
percent of the administrative fine.

Section 4. Upon failure of the person liable therefore to pay any administrative fine and late
penalty within sixty (60) days of issuance of the administrative citation on which the fine and
late penalties were imposed, interest shall begin to accrue at a rate of five percent (5%) per year,
compounded, from that sixtieth (60th) day until the fine is paid.

Proposal:  Site Plan Review #2007-16 — Condition Modification

NOTICE IS HEREBY GIVEN THAT a Public Hearing will be held by the Los Banos
Planning Commission to consider modifying condition #1 of Site Plan Review #2007-16
for the development of a 17,340 square foot Rite Aid Pharmacy. The conditions of
approval were originally adopted in Exhibit C of Planning Commission Resolution
. #2008-10 on February 13, 2008. Condition #1 states the following: “This Site Plan
" approval shall expire and the developer shall be required to reapply or apply for an
extension per the Los Banos Municipal Code if a building permit is not issued within
one year from date of this approval.” The applicant has previously requested a one 12-
month extension with the Planning Director and is now requesting more time due to the
economy.

The project site-is located on the northeast comer of Overland Ave. and Mercey Springs
Rd., more specifically identified as Assessor’'s Parcel Number: 424-120-015.

A PUBLIC HEARING on this matter will be held at the next scheduled meeting of the
Planning Commission on Wednesday, May 26, 2010 at 7:00 p.m. in the Council
Chambers of Los Banos City Hall located at 520 "J" Street. Questions regarding the -
above-referenced item may be directed to Stacy Souza, Assistant Planner at City Hall
or at (209) 827-7000, Ext.

Persons wishing to provide oral comments on the described proposal may do so at this
meeting or may provide written comments on this matter prior to the public meeting.
Written comments may be sent by U.S. Mail or hand delievered to the City of Los
Banos City Hall at 520 "J" Street, Los Banos, California 93635. If no comments are
received prior to or on the above date, it will be assumed that no comments are being
offered. The public is also informed that should this matter, at some future date go to
court, court testimony is limited to only those issues raised at the hearings per
Government Code Section 65009.
