The Police Department’s jail sobering/safety cell has been damaged by inmates
and more than 40 years of natural wear and tear. We have made several
intermittent repairs but the damage has become too severe for simple repair and
the safety of inmates is of concern. We now request to replace all the padding in
the sobering cell with today’s standard padding material. The padding required
by Title 15 is a specialty material which limits our choices of companies to
acquire bids from to complete the repair. We were successful in obtaining two
bids, the lowest of which was provided by “Marathon Engineering.” Marathon
Engineering uses a padding material that is certified by the State Fire Marshal
and meets Title 15 requirements. At this time, the Police Department respectfully
requests funding be authorized for completion of this project.

Fiscal impact:
Adequate funding exists in the Police Departments Capital Improvement account

to fund this amendment. This budget amendment will increase fund 245-421-
