CALL TO ORDER:  Mayor Jones called the City Council / Redevelopment Agency 
Meeting to order at the hour of 7:00 p.m. 
 
PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE.  Interim Police Chief Knapp led the pledge of allegiance. 
 
ROLL CALL – MEMBERS OF THE CITY COUNCIL / REDEVELOPMENT AGENCY 
PRESENT:  Tom Faria, Joe Sousa, Elizabeth Stone, Mike Villalta, and Tommy Jones 
 
STAFF MEMBERS PRESENT:  City Attorney Vaughn, City Clerk/Human Resources 
Director Mallonee, City Treasurer/Accountant II Brazil, City Manager Rath, Fire Chief 
Guintini, Interim Police Chief Knapp, Public Works Director/City Engineer Fachin, 
Planning Director Fitzgerald, Assistant Planner Souza Redevelopment Agency Director 
Post, and Information Technology Director Spalding. 
 
CONSIDERATION OF APPROVAL OF AGENDA:  Motion by Stone, seconded by 
Sousa to approve the agenda as submitted.  The motion carried by the affirmative 
action of all City Council / Redevelopment Agency Members present. 

PUBLIC FORUM: MEMBERS OF THE PUBLIC MAY ADDRESS THE COUNCIL ON 
ANY ITEM OF PUBLIC INTEREST THAT IS WITHIN THE JURISDICTION OF THE 
CITY; INCLUDES AGENDA AND NON-AGENDA ITEMS.  NO ACTION WILL BE 
TAKEN ON NON-AGENDA ITEMS.  SPEAKERS ARE LIMITED TO A FIVE (5) 
MINUTE PRESENTATION.  DETAILED GUIDELINES ARE POSTED ON THE 
COUNCIL CHAMBER INFORMATIONAL TABLE.  NORM DONOVAN, Los Banos, 
spoke regarding the Graffiti Clean Up Day event that took place earlier today, around 
350 kids that participated to clean up the graffiti, and thanked those who contributed 
their time and efforts; JEANNE KNAPP, Los Banos Earth Day Committee Member, 
spoke of the upcoming 40th Earth Day celebration and invited all to participate in the 
local activities; ASHLEE WILLIAMS, Los Banos, noted that the Earth Day celebration 
will take place on April 17, 2010 from 8:30 a.m. – 2:00 p.m. at the Miller & Lux building 
in conjunction with the annual Spring Street Fair and invited the community to attend; 
SANDY LEMAS, Los Banos, spoke regarding Earth Day and the related activities, 
pleased with the last Clean Up Day, the Green Family will be present with their hybrid 
car, special thank you to Tom Kaljian and Dwayne Brehm who are sponsoring the booth 
fees through the Chamber of Commerce, Worknet of Merced County and the services 
they provide, went live on March 17, 2010 for the virtual One Stop Program, their 
website is www.mercedworknet.com, Microsoft to be issuing vouchers to improve 
computer skills, Habitat for Humanity is in the process of working on their ninth house, 



and thanked the City for their support through the Neighborhood Stabilization Program 
(NSP); Council Member Villalta asked Ms. Lemas to speak in detail to the services 
available from Worknet; SANDY LEMAS, Los Banos, specified that Worknet is an 
employment resource center available for those looking for work, equipped with learning 
labs, workshops available weekly, Plato Lab available for those who are trying to get 
GED or high school diploma, business services available for employers to take 
advantage of tax credits, and there is no charge for any of the services; LILIANA 
GARCIA, Los Banos High School graduating Senior and Treasurer of the History Honor 
Society, introduced herself; CYNTHIA (last name unknown), President of the Los Banos 
High School History Honor Society, announced that the annual Hobbs Run fundraiser 
will be held on April 18, 2010 at 9:00 am at Dinosaur Point; LILIANA GARCIA, Los 
Banos High School graduating Senior and Treasurer of the History Honor Society, read 
from a prepared statement regarding the history and namesake of the fundraiser and 
how former Los Banos High School teacher Mr. Dustin Hobbs defined the term “hero”; 
YVETTE SANCHEZ, President of the Los Banos High School California Scholarship 
Federation (CSF), spoke of how CSF will be assisting the History Honor Society obtain 
their t-shirts for the Hobbs Run event and will be available at no cost to participants; 
Council Member Stone thanked these students for coming forward and paying respect 
to Mr. Hobbs and spoke of how Mr. Hobbs was an inspiration to her as a student in his 
High School class; Mayor Jones spoke of being challenged by Mayor Pro Tem Sousa 
and former Los Banos High School teacher Mr. Frank Stone to this annual run; 
ALYSHA IZOCO and KARA ORR, Los Banos High School Seniors, spoke regarding 
Gianni Caropreso who is also being honored with the Hobbs Run and encouraged all to 
come out to the Hobbs Run or make a donation to this cause; RICHELLE CONOVER, 
Los Banos, thanked the City Council for the opportunity to speak, spoke regarding some 
street lights being out around town, the more lights out the more graffiti up, specifically 
between Quail Street and Overland Avenue, thanked the Police Department for what 
they have done and would like to see them patrol more around that area; City Manager 
Rath spoke to Ms. Conover’s comments and encouraged those who find street lights 
that are out in neighborhoods to check the pole number and contact the City regarding 
with that information; JOHN LOFTIN, Los Banos and owner of Party and Productions 
DJ Video and Photography, spoke  regarding the Cesar Chavez event and filming the 
entire celebration, presented the Council Members with DVDs of the video, and stated 
that the City Council is doing a good job despite the circumstances; JOHN WHALA, Los 
Banos Chamber of Commerce Executive Director, spoke of the upcoming Spring Street 
Faire on April 17, 2010, receiving calls and concerns from businesses regarding 
notification of City public hearings for grant funding and requested that the Chamber of 
Commerce receive these notices to e-mail to their Chamber members, and spoke of 
how the Chamber is the City’s connection to the business community; JOE COX, Los 
Banos, approached the podium with Veterans Obie O’Brien and Ray Rixon and spoke 
regarding the Naval Submarine 110th birthday on April 11, 2010 and the purpose and 
use of the submarines, and submarine warfare; RAY RIXON, Los Banos, spoke of the 
submarine service known as the “silent service”, submarine veterans got together in the 
1950s and formed an association called Submarine Veterans of World War II with the 
main purpose being to never forget who are on “eternal control” and are still with their 
boats and whose memories are reinvigorated every year by holding reunions;  OBIE 
O’BRIEN, Los Banos, spoke to how Dr. Cox & Mr. Rixon are the heroes because of the 
different type of submarines they served in compared to the type he served in; Council 



Member Faria thanked the submarine veterans for their service and reminded all the 
Merced College Los Banos Campus is a submarine memorial with markers throughout 
the campus on the various submarines;  MIKE HUGHES, Los Banos, stated that he 
would like to speak on item 11; STEPHEN HAMMOND, Los Banos, spoke regarding 
May 6, 2010 being the National Day of Prayer and the services being held in the 
Council Chambers at 12:00 p.m. with lunch following on that day and invited all to 
attend; KEITH SNOW, Los Banos, stated that his grandfather was a professor and 
fought in a war, spoke of how we should be proud to be Americans, has noticed that 
businesses have been shutting down and he should be the leader, the need for a 
warming and cooling center, flu shots, would like to be a volunteer, would like to speak 
with the City Manager, running for Mayor of Los Banos to serve the people, will make 
sure that no scams happen in the City, Cesar Chavez march, spoke to how much 
money the Mayor makes as a teacher, and graffiti; KENT SANDHAGEN, Los Banos, 
spoke of a possible bungee jumping tower at the Spring Street Fair, a rally in 
Sacramento regarding the Second Amendment for gun rights on April 19, 2010 from 
10:00 a.m.-2:00 p.m. and encouraged others to attend; GENEVA BRETT, Los Banos, 
stated that anyone who serves the country is a hero, spoke regarding Private Jim Hall 
who came through here in 1899 with the 24th infantry as a Buffalo Soldier, he being the 
essence of what HR 4491 is about and recognizing the historic trail in California, 200 
commemorative numbered coins being made by Troy Thoreson of Thoreson 
Numismatics to celebrate the Buffalo Soldiers,  asked all to participate in the events on 
Memorial Day weekend, and take the time to recognize the veterans of foreign war. 

No one else came forward to speak and the public forum was closed.

Council Member Villalta addressed Joe Aguilar, Certified Public Accountant (CPA) 
consultant with Vavrinek, Trine, Day & Co. LLP, regarding inquiries about the low and 
moderate income housing fund and the related resolutions before the City Council. 
 
There was Council Member, staff, and consultant discussion regarding low and 
moderate income housing fund balances, having sufficient resources for this action, 
current legislation, requirements for spending down this fund, helping to pay our portion 
for the Ward Road Apartments, how the low and moderate income housing fund works, 
low and moderate money being separate from all other funds, revenue projections, 
utilizing SERAF to help close the gap and how it works, notice from the Merced County 
Assessor that downtown commercial property tax will be decreasing, uncertain of the 
date of State ruling for taking Redevelopment Agency monies, funds due to the State on 
May 10, 2010, no budget immune to decrease in revenues, and misconceptions about 
what Redevelopment Agency funds can be spent on. 
 
City Manager Rath spoke of his value for Mr. Aguilar and Vavrinek, Trine, Day & Co. 
LLP and spoke of looking at all our bonds to free up additional cash. 
 



There was further Council Member, staff, and consultant discussion regarding the State 
requiring that the City give Redevelopment Agency funds to them, the need to use tools 
given to us to maintain the core services, appreciation for all City employees for the 
work they have done to make sure the City is functioning as well as we currently are, no 
simple way to simplify City finance, and relieving pressure on the general fund.  
 
Motion by Villalta to adopt City Council Resolution No. 5232 – Amending the Fiscal Year 
2009-2010 Budget by Increasing the Appropriation Amount of $652,314.66 Low and 
Moderate Income Housing Fund to 265-463-630-239; and to adopt Redevelopment 
Agency Resolution No. 2010-02 – Approving the Borrowing of a Portion of Low and 
Moderate Income Housing Funds for the Purpose of Paying its Supplemental 
Educational Revenue Augmentation Fund (SERAF) Payment for Fiscal Year 2009-
2010; and to table Redevelopment Agency Resolution No. 2010-03 – Declaring that 
Planning and Administrative Expenses are Necessary for the Production, Improvement, 
or Preservation of Low and Moderate Income Housing During Fiscal Year 2009-2010.  
The motion failed due to a lack of a second to the motion. 
 
Motion by Sousa, seconded by Stone to approve City Council Resolution No. 5232 – 
Amending the Fiscal Year 2009-2010 Budget by Increasing the Appropriation Amount of 
$652,314.66 Low and Moderate Income Housing Fund to 265-463-630-239; 
Redevelopment Agency Resolution No. 2010-02 – Approving the Borrowing of a Portion

Mayor Jones called for a five minute recess. 
 
PACIFIC GAS & ELECTRIC (PG&E) PRESENTATION ON SMARTMETERS. 
Anna Balatti Brooks, PG&E Representative, came  forward and introduced local 
SmartMeter Representative Tom Smith and Media Representative Nicole Leebelt, 
stated that they are present to answer questions and address any concerns that Council 
may have, and spoke regarding the new proposed rate structure for 2011.  
 
Tom Smith, SmartMeter Program Manager, spoke regarding SmartMeters, which 
included a PowerPoint presentation. 
 
There was council member and PG&E representative discussion regarding technology 
of the SmartMeters not being equal to the technology of the meters that were hacked 
into, customer complaint procedures, solar power and other power sources in California, 
independent CPUC evaluation being done, and working towards the capability to view 
accurate day-to-day meter reads online. 
 
2010 CENSUS UPDATE.  Assistant Planner Souza presented an update on the 2010 
Census program, which included a PowerPoint presentation, and noted the importance 



for residents of Los Banos to send in their Census forms and announced the March to 
the Mailbox event that will be held on Saturday, April 10, 2010 from 10:00 a.m. – 3:00 
p.m. at Pacheco Park. 
 
Assistant Planner Souza introduced Jess Rodriguez, US Census Bureau, who spoke 
regarding the Census in Los Banos, spoke to the fantastic job that Gwen Partida and 
Pastor Melvin Whittle have done to help bring the participation numbers up, will be 
participating in the Spring Street Fair with a booth to help those who have not fill out 
their census forms, and thanked the City for their participation. 
 
City Manager Rath spoke of the importance to count every man, woman and child, 
clarified that the government is not tracking people and are only trying to get an 
accurate count.

Pertaining to Heritage Trees. The motion carried by the following roll call vote: AYES: 
Faria, Sousa, Stone, Villalta, Jones; NOES: none; ABSENT: none. 
 
Motion by Sousa, seconded by Villalta to introduce Ordinance No. 1091 – Repealing 
and Adding a New Section 10-1.09 to the Los Banos Municipal Code Pertaining to 
Heritage Trees. The motion carried by the following roll call vote: AYES: Faria, Sousa, 
Stone, Villalta, Jones; NOES: none; ABSENT: none. 
 
CONSIDERATION OF APPROVAL OF CITY COUNCIL RESOLUTION NO. 5233 – 
APPROVING HANGAR RENTAL RATE ADJUSTMENTS AT THE LOS BANOS 
MUNICIPAL AIRPORT.  Public Works Director/City Engineer Fachin presented the staff 
report. 
 
Motion by Sousa, seconded by Stone to adopt City Council Resolution No. 5233 – 
Approving Hangar Rental Rate Adjustments at the Los Banos Municipal Airport.  The 
motion carried by the affirmative action of all City Council/Redevelopment Agency 
Members present. 
 
CONSIDERATION OF A REQUEST FROM MR. TONY DUTRA, SANTOS FORD-
LINCOLN MERCURY INC, FOR GRANT FUNDING TO IMPROVE THE CORNER OF 
6TH STREET AND PACHECO BOULEVARD IN THE AMOUNT OF $85,000.  



Redevelopment Agency Director Post presented the staff report, noting a letter from 
Doug Balatti and his family. 
 
Mike Hughes, Los Banos, spoke on behalf of Mr. Dutra regarding the possibilities of 
bringing back a dealership that was lost over the past years, bringing jobs to the 
community, planning to open an American Auto Sales used vehicle facility, working to 
increase the sales tax to the City, does not feel that the cement “Welcome to Los 
Banos” sign looks its best, would like to have trees and lighting on the corner and have 
it paved so it is not a blighted area, would like some help to finish the project, thought 
that it might be an appropriate use of Redevelopment Agency funds to help beautify the 
City and bring in more tax dollars. 
 
There was council member and staff discussion regarding the Balatti Family in support 
of this project, the need to look at the financial condition of the Redevelopment Agency, 
setting a precedence if this is done, other local businesses who have the same needs, 
Mr. Dutra being adamant about receiving a grant and not a loan, working on putting a 
small business loan program together, return for the City on the investment, other 
requests that have come to Council in the past, waiting for guidelines from the State, 
and public-private partnerships. 
 
Motion by Sousa, seconded by Faria to deny the Request from Mr. Tony Dutra, Santos 
Ford-Lincoln Mercury Inc., for Grant Funding to Improve the Corner of 6th Street and 
Pacheco Boulevard in the Amount of $85,000. The motion carried by the affirmative 
action of all City Council/Redevelopment Agency Members present. 
 
Council Member Villalta inquired if the City can find out if businesses are interested in 
the employee credit for those employed for 40 hrs per week for not less than 50 weeks. 
 
Redevelopment Agency Director Post responded that it would require the City to hold a 
public hearing to get input from the business community to find out how they would like 
see that be put together, there would be certain guidelines to follow, and the City could 
advertise that public hearing and hold it for the first meeting in May. 
 
Motion by Faria, seconded by Mike to give staff direction to begin the discussion to 
pursue acquisition of a car dealership with Santos Ford Lincoln-Mercury and finding 
interest in the $300,000 to see if we should proceed in that direction and then take 
alternative methods based on the outcome.  The motion carried by the affirmative action 
of all City Council/Redevelopment Agency Members present. 
 
Mayor Pro Tem Sousa doesn’t think we need to limit ourselves to one dealer or 
business, spoke of the need to make sure it’s an open door for everyone and the need 
for jobs and tax revenue. 
 
Council Member Stone stated she was more inclined to favor the loan, leery about the 
public-private partnership, and is all for the idea to explore all the options that we have.
