Costs are to be spread equally to each residential unit (RU) as follows:

(a) Those improvements associated with Tract No. 2000-1, Northgate at Regency Park II, Units No.1, 2,
3 and 4, Tract No. 99-02, Regency Park Estates, Units 1, 2, 3, 4, 5, 6 and 7 have been completed
and accepted by the City_

(b) Those improvements associated with Mission Village North, Unit 1, 2, 3 and 4 have been completed
and accepted by the City.

COMPUTING INDIVIDUAL ASSESSMENT

(a) The total number of assessable units is 563 RU. The total estimated cost to be assessed for Fiscal
Year 2010 -2011 is $224,135.00 divided by 563 equals $398.11 per RU. The individual assessment
will be $186.49 per RU for 2010-2011 because of the following limitations on assessments.

(b) The total number of assessable units is 211 RU. The total estimated cost to be assessed for Fiscal
Year 2010-2011 is $32,069.00 divided by 211 equals $151.99 per RU. The individual assessment for
will be $218.60 per RU for 2010-2011 because of the following limitations on assessments.

LIMITATIONS ON ASSESSMENTS

Assessments in each successive year, exclusive of capital and reserve funding and developer reimbursements,
shall not exceed the maximum for any preceding year, increased by ten percent (10%) or the increase in the cost
of living index found by the Council to be applicable to the Los Banos area for the preceding twelve months,
whichever is greater. Furthermore, assessments in each successive year shall not decrease from the preceding
year by more than ten percent (10%).

(a) The assessment for 2009-2010 was $169.54 per RU. In accordance with the foregoing limitations, the
assessment for 2010-2011 will be $186.49 per RU.

(b) The assessment for 2009-2010 was $242.88 per RU. In accordance with the foregoing limitations, the
assessment for 2010-2011 will be $218.60 per RU.

The basic objective of the Assessment Spread is to distribute costs in accordance with the benefits received.
Costs are to be spread equally to each residential unit (RU) as follows:

(a) Tract No. 2002-03 Magnolia Grove has been completed and accepted by the City. The total
number of RU lots in this subdivision is 31, each of which benefit equally from the improvements
maintained by this landscaping and lighting district for Magnolia Grove.

COMPUTING INDIVIDUAL ASSESSMENT

The total number of assessable units is 31 RU. The total cost to be assessed for Fiscal Year 2010-2011 is
$56,901.00 divided by 31 equals $1,835.52 per RU. Based on the limitations on assessments set forth below the
assessment will be $207.90 per RU for 2010-2011.

LIMITATIONS ON ASSESSMENTS

Assessments in each successive year, exclusive of capital and reserve funding and developer reimbursements,
shall not exceed the maximum for any preceding year, increased by ten percent (10%) or the increase in the cost
of living index found by the Council to be applicable to the Los Banos area for the preceding twelve months,
whichever is greater. (The maximum previous assessment was $189.00 per RU which occurred in Fiscal Year
2009-2010.) Furthermore, assessments in each successive year shall not decrease from the preceding year by
more than ten percent (10%). (The assessment for 2009-2010 was $189.00 per RU.) In accordance with the
foregoing limitations, the assessment for 2010-2011 will be $207.90 per RU.

Costs are to be spread equally to each residential unit (RU) as follows:

(a) Those improvements associated with Tract No. 2003-02, The Villages at Los Banos NO.1 and
2 are completed and have been accepted.

COMPUTING INDIVIDUAL ASSESSMENT

The total number of assessable units is 146 RU. The total cost to be assessed for Fiscal Year 2010-2011 is
$28,136.00 divided by 146, equals $192.71 per RU. However due to limitations on assessments below the
assessment per RU for 2010-11 will be $51.78.

The basic objective of the Assessment Spread is to distribute costs in accordance with the benefits received.
Costs are to be spread equally to each residential unit (RU) as follows:

(a) Those improvements associated with Tract No. 2002-05, Stonecreek at Los Banos, The Villages;
Tract No. 2003-01, Stonecreek at Los Banos, Single Family, Area 1, Tract No. 2004-05, The Villages
IIA, Phase 1 at Stonecreek; Tract No. 2005-05, The Villages IV, Southbrook, Phase 1B at
Stonecreek; Tract No. 2005-06, The Villages IV, Southbrook, Phase 1A at Stonecreek, have been
completed and accepted by the City.

(b) Those improvements associated with Stonecreek Plaza have been completed and accepted by the
City.

COMPUTING INDIVIDUAL ASSESSMENT

(a) The total number of assessable units is 412 RU. The total cost to be assessed for Fiscal Year 2010­
2011 is $314,036.00 divided by 412 equals $762.22 per RU. The assessment due to the Limitations on
Assessments set forth below will be $232.34 per RU for 2010-2011.

(b) The total number of assessable units is 5 CU. The net acreage of the assessable units is 13.67
acres. The total cost to be assessed for Fiscal Year 2010-2011 is $3,600.00. The assessment per acre
is determined by dividing the total cost assessed for Fiscal Year 2010-2011 by 13.67 acres, which equals
$263.35 per acre. The assessment, however due to limitations on assessments, per acre will be $289.70
for 2010-2011. Individual assessments are determined by mUltiplying the CU acreage by $289.70 per
acre.

LIMITATIONS ON ASSESSMENTS

(a) Assessments in each successive year, exclusive of capital and reserve funding and developer
reimbursements, shall not exceed the maximum for any preceding year, increased by ten percent (10%) or the
increase in the cost of living index found by the Council to be applicable to the Los Banos area for the preceding
twelve months, whichever is greater. (The assessment for Fiscal Year 2009-2010 was $211.22.) Furthermore,
assessments in each successive year shall not decrease from the preceding year by more than ten percent
(10%).

(b) Assessments in each successive year, exclusive of capital and reserve funding and developer
reimbursements, shall not exceed the maximum for any preceding year, increased by ten percent (10%) or the
increase in the cost of living index found by the Council to be applicable to the Los Banos area for the preceding
twelve months, whichever is greater. Furthermore, assessments in each successive year shall not decrease from
the preceding year by more than ten percent (10%). The assessment for 2009-2010 was $321.88

METHOD OF ASSESSMENT SPREAD

The basic objective of the Assessment Spread is to distribute costs in accordance with the benefits received.
Costs are to be spread equally to each parcel as follows:

(a) The Rail Corridor Redevelopment Multi-use Trail improvements have been completed and
accepted by the City. The total number of parcels abutting these improvements is 33 lots each of
which benefits according to the total frontage common to the Rail Corridor from the
improvements maintained by this landscaping and lighting district.

COMPUTING INDIVIDUAL ASSESSMENT

The total linear feet of the Trail abutting adjacent properties was determined to be 9,816.63 linear feet. The total
assessment of $182,841.00 for Fiscal Year 2010-2011 was then divided by 9,816.63 for a total cost of $18.63 per
linear foot. Each parcel abutting the Trail was then evaluated to determine the total linear feet of each parcel
sharing common frontage with the Trail. The assessment, however, has been reduced to $7.69 per linear foot for
2010-2011, because of the following limitations of assessments. This total length was then multiplied by $7.69 per
linear foot to determine the total assessment for each parcel.

LIMITATIONS ON ASSESSMENTS

Assessments in each successive year, exclusive of capital and reserve funding and developer reimbursements,
shall not exceed the maximum for any preceding year, increased by ten percent (10%) or the increase in the cost
of living index found by the Council to be applicable to the Los Banos area for the preceding twelve months,
whichever is greater. (The assessment, for Fiscal Year 2009-2010, was $6.99 per linear foot.). Furthermore,
assessments in each successive year shall not decrease from the preceding year by more than ten percent
(10%). In accordance with the foregoing limitations, the assessment for 2010-2011 will be $7.69 per linear foot.

METHOD OF ASSESSMENT SPREAD

The basic objective of the Assessment Spread is to distribute costs in accordance with the benefits received.
Costs are to be spread proportional to the parcel size of each commercial unit (CU)

(a) For 2009-2010, public improvements, with the exception of the future storm drainage facilities, are
completed and accepted by the City.

COMPUTING INDIVIDUAL ASSESSMENT

The total number of assessable units is 7 CU.

The net acreage of the Assessable Units is 19.51 acres. The total cost to be assessed for Fiscal Year 2010­
2011 is $20,580.00. The assessment per acre is determined by dividing the total cost assessed for Fiscal Year
2010-2011 by 19.51 acres, which equals $1,054.84 per acre. The assessment per acre, however, will be
$1,375.39 for 2010-2011 based on the Limitation on Assessments. Individual assessments are determined by
multiplying the CU acreage by $1,375.39 per acre.

LIMITATIONS ON ASSESSMENTS

Recognizing that the ultimate storm drainage facilities including landscaping have not been installed at this time,
when these improvements are constructed there will be a substantial increase to the total assessment which
would result in assessments increasing by more than ten percent (10%) from the previous year. Once all
improvements have been installed the following limitations on assessments will apply.

Assessments in each successive year, exclusive of capital and reserve funding and developer reimbursements,
shall not exceed the maximum for any preceding year, increased by ten percent (10%) or the increase in the cost
of living index found by the Council to be applicable to the Los Banos area for the preceding twelve months,
whichever is greater. Furthermore, assessments in each successive year shall not decrease from the preceding
year by more than ten percent (10%). (The assessment for the 2009-2010 was $1,528.21 per acre) In
accordance with the foregoing limitations, the assessment for 2010-2011 will be $1,375.39 per acre.

Council adopted its Resolution of intention to Levy and Collect Assessments within the
Assessment District for the fiscal year 2010-2011 and set a public hearing to be held on
August 4, 2010, in the meeting place of the City Council, City Hall, 520 J Street, Los
Banos, CA. Notice of the hearing was given in the time and manner required by law.

4. At the public hearing, the City Council afforded to every interested person an
opportunity to comment on the annual reports either in writing or orally, and the City
Council has considered each comment.

5. The City Council hereby confirms the diagram and assessments as set forth
in the annual reports of the City Engineer for Landscaping & Lighting Districts No. 1-7
and No. 9-19 and hereby levies the assessments set forth herein for fiscal year 2010­
2011.

SUBJECT: Consideration of a four month extension to the temporary suspension of
the enforcement of Sections 9-3.2838 (d)(1), 9-3.2823(b)(1)(2) and 9­
3.2823(c) of the Los Banos Municipal Code

TYPE OF REPORT: Public Hearing

PROJECT BACKGROUND/DESCRIPTION:

As you recall, on February 17, 2010, the Council approved a six month suspension of
enforcement of Sections 9-3.2838 (d)(1), 9-3.2823(b)(1)(2) and 9-3.2823 (c) of the Los
Banos Municipal Code relating to signs. At the time the six month suspension request
was made, staff felt that the Comprehensive Update to the Zoning Ordinance would be
completed within that timeframe. The update has taken a bit longer than anticipated
and the amendment to the Sign Ordinance will not be completed by August 17, 2010
and it would be difficult to reinstate the enforcement of Sections 9-3.2838(d)(1), 9­
3.2823(b)(1)(2) and 9-3.2823(c) for a temporary period as many of the regulations will
be changing due to the update.

The Zoning Ordinance will be going to the Planning Commission for their
recommendation on August 11, 2010. Once the Planning Commission makes a
recommendation, a workshop will be held with the Council and after that is completed, a
public hearing will be held for Council consideration. Due to the fact that Ordinances
are not in force until two readings and then 30 days from adoption it is felt that an
additional four month suspension should suffice.



PUBLIC COMMENT:
A public hearing notice was published in the Los Banos Enterprise on July 23, 2010. As
of the date of this staff report, no comments have been received.

A RESOLUTION OF THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY
OF LOS BANOS APPROVING AN ADDITIONAL
FOUR MONTH SUSPENSION OF THE ENFORCEMENT
OF SECTION 9-3.2838 (d)(1), SECTION 9­
3.2823(b)(1 )(2) AND SECTION 9-3.2823(c) OF THE LOS
BANOS MUNICIPAL CODE

WHEREAS, under the Los Banos Municipal Code Section 9-3.2838(d), the City
of Los Banos limits the display time of temporary signs; and

WHEREAS, under the Los Banos Municipal Code Section 9-3.2823(b)(1)(2)
windblown devices such as pennants, flags, balloons or other inflated devices and
banners are prohibited; and

WHEREAS, under the Los Banos Municipal Code Section 9-3.2823(c) "A" frame,
"I" frame and reader board signs are prohibited; and

WHEREAS, On February 17, 2010 the City Council approved a six month
suspension of the enforcement of Sections 9-3.2838(d)(1), 9-3.2823(b)(1)(2) and 9­
3.2823(c) of the Municipal Code so that an update could be completed; and

WHEREAS, a Sign Committee was formed and an update to the Sign Ordinance
has been prepared and said update is going to the Planning Commission for a
recommendation on August 11, 2010; and

WHEREAS, the amendment to the Sign Ordinance will not be completed by
August 17, 2010 and it would be difficult to reinstate the enforcement of Sections 9­
3.2838(d)(1), 9-3.2823(b)(1)(2) and 9-3.2823(c) for a temporary period as many of the
regulations will be changing due to the update; and

WHEREAS, it is anticipated the update will be brought for City Council
consideration in September and October and that by December 1i h

, the new
regulations should be in place; and

WHEREAS, a public hearing notice was advertised in the Los Banos Enterprise
on July 23, 2010 as required by the Los Banos Municipal Code and Government Code
Section 65091.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED that the City Council of the City of Los Banos
does hereby find that it is in the public interest to grant a four month extension to the
suspension of enforcement of Los Banos Municipal Code Section 9-3.2838(d)(1), Section 9­
3.2823(b)(1 )(2) and Section 9-3.2823(c).
