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codes, permit and processing procedures, financing, interest rates and cost of land and 
materials); 

 Quantified Objectives – estimates of the number of units, by income level, to be 
constructed, rehabilitated and conserved over the planning period;  

 Development of goals, policies, objectives and implementation plans. 

 Furthermore, with the enactment of SB2, at least one zone shall be identified to permit 
emergency shelters without a conditional use permit or other discretionary action and 
transitional and supportive housing shall be considered a residential use and only be 
subject to those restrictions that apply to other residential uses of the same type in the 
same zone.  Throughout the course of the public forums, it has been determined that 
emergency shelters will be allowed as permitted uses in the Commercial and Medium 
Density Residential district. 

ENVIRONMENTAL ASSESSMENT: 

An initial study and negative declaration has been completed and circulated in accordance with 
CEQA guidelines (SCH#: 2009051103).   

RECOMMENDATION: 
 
That the Planning Commission open the public hearing, receive public comment, close the public 
hearing and adopt resolution 2010-04 recommending approval of the 2009-2014 Housing 
Element.
