The City of Los Banos has implemented General Plan policy POSR-I-46 that requires 
support of federal and State efforts to reduce greenhouse gases and emissions through local 
action that will reduce motor vehicle use, support alternative forms of transportation and 
require energy conservation in new construction Furthermore, the City has adopted a 
statement of overriding consideration for air quality. The Zoning Ordinance and Zoning Map 
update will result in no impact as projects will be analyzed as they come forward
